GRANTS:

CHRISTMAS IN AUGUST

In the end we received three out of four granta/o Were from the St. Paul Area
Synod’s “Bridges to Ending Poverty” program totglii$11,300! The combined total of
funds given to us are for the purpose of geogratligiand financially expanding our
Christmas in August program which aids neighborhloasheowners in-need in
maintaining and repairing their homes. We can onéfer our program twice each year,
advertise more, expand across Hwy 280, and strengitir neighborhood volunteers. In
2009 we engaged in working with 29 homeowners andifferent weekends. Here are
some of the projects: insulation, roofing, paigtifencing, gutter repair and cleaning,
electric outlet replacement, squirrel evictions anddsequent chimney rodent guards,
window repair and replacement, siding repair, plungpbplumbing and more plumbing.
What a wonderful way to engage with and be neighbgrmeeting real needs and
building relationships which grow us more deeplyetmer. | believe this is truly Peace’s
most Spirit-filled outreach and inreach gift!

CLERGY / CONGREGATION RENEWAL SABBATICAL

A third grant was a Lily Endowment Clergy Renewaént for $38,000! The
awarded funds are given in order to facilitaten@etiof reflection and renewal for both
Pastors and the Congregations they serve. Thass are generous enough to allow
churches like Peace the ability to offer a threexth@abbatical, starting mid-April,
without the financial hardship that comes from ingda replacement. In addition, the
funds help to offer opportunities to the recipiethizt normally would not be possible. In
Peace’s case, while Pastor Dave is away, the Cgatioa will have access to the art of
Spiritual Direction. Laure Schwartz, our own meméed Spiritual Director, will be
aiding in leading worship, presenting a new origlitargy, and offering a
congregational retreat focused on the theme of ‘Whakes Your Heart Sing”. The
grant funds will underwrite the cost of everything!

These three grants are an incredible gift to wscam community as well as
recognition of the Spirit-filled work that we arbaut. As we look ahead in the year to

Change #1 — no action necessary — not a requinedjigoh and the amended portion is
not in the Peace Lutheran Church constitution..

To amend C12.03. to make it consistent with C12.02.:

C12.03. Should a member’s place on the Congregation Council be declared vacant, the Congregation Council shall

elect, by majm ity vote, a successor 1111t11 the next annual meeting. {ﬁﬁlﬂdﬁﬁs-whﬁ-}ﬂ're—%ﬂ’t‘ed—lfﬁ—fhaﬁ

C12.03.Should a member’s place on the Congregation Cbhedileclared vacant, the
Congregation Council shall elect, by majority vaesuccessor until the next annual
meeting. At that time the congregation shall eeenew member of the Congregation
Council for a three-year term.

Change #2 — required.

To amend *C15.02. because a member cannot be compelled to appear:

*(C15.02. The process for discipline of a member of the congregation shall be governed as prescribed by the chapter
on discipline in the Constitution, Bylaws, and Continuing Resolutions of the Evangelical Lutheran Church
in America. If discipline against a member proceeds beyond counseling and admonition by the pastor,
charges against the accused member(s) that are specific and in writing shall be prepared by member(s) of
the congregation who shall sign the charges as the accuser(s). The written charges shall be filed with the
pastor, who shall advise the Congregation Council of the need to issue a written citation to the accused and
the accusers that specifies the time and place of the hearing before the Congregation Council. The written

Council and requests the presence of a member charged with the offense shall be sent at least ten days prior
to the meeting.

Change #3 — subject to congregation approval;pfegeed, bylaw C12.01.01 would
probably need changing as well.

To amend and add the following to allow for expanded roles for youth and young adults in the governance in
all expressions of this church:

To amend:

C12.01. The voting membership of the Congregation Council shall consist of the pastor(s)[. the officers of the
congregation,] and [ members] [not more than  nor fewer than  members] of the congregation.
at least one of whom shall be a youth and at least one of whom shall be a young adult. Any voting member

.. [the rest unchanged].

C12.01.The voting membership of the Congregation Couwstwll consist of the

pastor(s), the officers of the congregation, amdrthmber of members of the
congregation prescribed in the bylaws|east one of whom shall be a youth and at least
one of whom shall be a young adult.




C12.01.01A total of no less than five (5) members of thagr@gation shall be elected to
the Congregation Council. They shall represennifssion of the congregation and
provide communication in the areas described irCbetinuing Resolutions.

Change #4 — required.

To amend and add the following to make the process for establishment of additional sites for worship parallel
fo the process for relocation:

To amend:

*(6.06. If this congregation considers relocation, it shall confer with the bishop of the synod in which it is
territorially located and the appropriate program unit of the churchwide organization before any steps are
taken leading to such action. The approval of the Synod Council shall be received before any such action
1s effected.

Change #5 — required.
To add the following 1o provide an interdependent process for the establishment of additional sites for worship:

*(C6.07. If this congregation considers developing an additional site to be used regularly for worship. it shall confer
with the bishop of the synod in which it is territorially located and the appropriate program unit of the
churchwide organization before any steps are taken leading to such action.

Change #6 — required.

To amend the following to provide for the termination of a call when a parish arrangement fterminates:

*(9.05. a. The call of a congregation, when accepted by a pastor, shall constitute a continuing mutual
relationship and cormmitment, which, except in the case of the death of the pastor, shall be terminated
only following consultation with the synodical bishop and for the following reasons: . . .
6) the dissolution of the congregation or the termination of a parish arrangement: or
[with the rest unchanged]

Change #7 — no action necessary — not a requinadji@gh unless a congregation is part
of a parish (partnership of more than one congregpat

To add *C20.04. to make explicit what happens to a call when a parish dissolves:

*C20.04. Whenever a parish arrangement is terminated. the call of any rostered person serving that parish is

terminated. Should any congregation that formerly was part of the parish arrangement desire to issue a

new call to that rostered person. it mav do so in accordance with the call process of this church.

With ayfleddr on council behind me, | have
learned a thing or two about what it takes to mR&ace Lutheran Church randwhat
the Saint Paul Area Synod is.

A synod is the gathering of congregations withireega that work together in mission
and ministry. Our synod is made up of 114 congregatwith over 160,000 baptized
members in Chisago, Dakota, Ramsey, and Washirmgtonties and parts of Anoka,
Scott, and Isanti counties. We are one of 65 synottee Evangelical Lutheran Church
in America.

The vision of the Saint Paul Area Synod challengembers to work together globally
and locally with other congregations and religimg&itutions, government organizations,
and community agencies to serve as catalysts fesiam to:

Train and equip 10,000 leaders for mission locaiig globally;

Invite every person within the boundaries of thexBBaul Area Synod to hear the

story of Jesus;

Ensure that no person within the St. Paul areabeiliorced to live in poverty.

Our congregation supports the work of the synodugh financial support to our ELCA
Mission Support. Half of the mission supported adlthat are given are sent to directly
to the ELCA for church wide ministries. This alloasr giving to support global
missions in nearly 50 countries, new mission cogatiens in the United States,
education at colleges and seminaries of the chemigregational support through
worship, evangelism and stewardship materials,yanith and outdoor ministries. These
donations also support the largest health and hwsmasice organization in the United
States, Lutheran Services of America.

Every August for the past few years, Peace Luth€taurch has helped families
in Lauderdale fix up their homes, and completequty that they would not otherwise be
able to do on their own. We call this time of giyi@hristmas in August.

This past year was an interesting one, for meatl The first of the two days |
was assigned to a house that needed a new roohghbe garage. Since the first
Christmas in August, | have grown to love roofieg,l was excited to be apart of this
roofing team. We started early in the morning Ippmg the shingles off of the roof—
they were really rotten and worn out. The littleagge had two layers of shingles on it,
but they were so old that taking them off was ya@rdsy. We also had to take off the
rotten boards and replace them with new, sturdg.ofleis took most of the day. The
other part of the day was spent at another gatedeneeded new shingles. A group of us
ripped the old shingles off of the roof and fouhdttmost of the boards were rotted
almost completely through. That was day one.

Day two was more interesting for me. | startedlmagk at the roofing job, and
helped put on new shingles, but the guys | was ingrwith were wasting time and not
being very efficient workers. | grew frustrated amalked back to the church. Back at the
church I helped my dad and Rollie insulate the attithe entry way. | also helped my
dad and Dennis put up drywall in the church’s emtty. When these jobs were
complete—or pretty near complete, my dad and | adl&ver to another garage that was
getting a new roof. This crew was much more efficiand needed some help, so |
climbed up the ladder and started laying down rmiishingles. This garage roof was flat,
so tar had to be spread over the surface to hdigrgraof it. Once the rolls of shingles
were placed, René and | nailed them into place.deyewas very hot, but it was even
hotter (and messier) on top of the roof. After ingilfor a few hours, blisters started to
develop on my hands where the hammer rubbed againskin. | have since learned to
wear gloves whenever | do roofing work. By the tithe crew finished with the roof,
most of the other workers were already gone froair fobs. We were covered in tar and
sweating from standing and kneeling in the sulaj long.

Despite getting covered in tar and édilslivers and drywall dust, I think that this
particular Christmas in August has been one ohtbhst memorable ones to date. This
year | learned many useful skills like how to warkd electric drill, how to put shingles
on a flat roof, and how to insulate an attic. Bairenimportantly, | met some really great
people around Lauderdale and was given the opgortienwork with some fantastic
people, and help others that were in need of aid.
